Call for contributions 
 

You are invited to submit contributions for consideration as an oral or a poster presentation.  

All abstracts will be reviewed and recommended for oral or poster presentation, considering the 

authors’ preferences. We aim to accommodate oral presentation requests whenever possible, 

depending on session capacity. 

Oral presentations: Each speaker will have 20 minutes, including discussion. However, this may be 

subject to slight adjustments depending on the total number of presentations. Oral presentations 

should be prepared in PowerPoint, OpenOffice Impress, or PDF format. 

Poster presentations: Each presenter will have 5 minutes to present their results, followed by 5 

minutes of informal discussion in front of the panels. After the poster session, further informal 

discussions are encouraged. Posters should not exceed 80 cm in width and 110 cm in height.

Publication 

As in past workshops, contributions presented at the Workshop may be published on a special volume 

of Hydrobiologia. All communications, both in oral and poster form, can be published if scientific 

quality standards are met as judged by peer-review. A tentative title of the manuscript will be required 

at the time of the Workshop, and manuscripts should be submitted by the end of 2025 for peer-review 

processes and publishing.

By Car 

Frymburk is easily accessible from nearby major cities such as Prague, Vienna, and Munich, located 

near the E55 international road. 

Distances to Frymburk: Prague (190 km, ~3 hours), Vienna (220 km, ~3.5 hours), Munich (310 km, ~4.5 

hours). Free parking is available at the Wellness Hotel Frymburk. 

Important: A valid motorway vignette is required for driving on motorways in both the Czech Republic 

and Austria. 

By Air 

The nearest international airports are: Prague (Václav Havel Airport – PRG, 180 km), Linz (Blue Danube 

Airport – LNZ, 70 km), Vienna (Vienna International Airport – VIE, 210 km), Munich (Munich Airport – 

MUC, 300 km). From these airports, continue to Frymburk, Český Krumlov or České Budějovice by 

train, bus, or rental car. 

By Bus and Train 

Český Krumlov and České Budějovice are the main transit points for Frymburk, both are well-

connected by bus and train routes from nearby major cities. A shuttle service to Frymburk will be 

organized from both České Budějovice and Český Krumlov for a small fee, ensuring maximum 

convenience for conference participants.

Conference excursions 

Boat trip at Lipno Reservoir 

The Lipno Reservoir, sometimes called 

the “South Bohemian Sea,” is the 

largest reservoir in the Czech Republic, 

covering 48.7 km². The reservoir 

stretches 42 km in length, with a 

maximum width of 5 km.  

In recent years, water quality in the 

Lipno Reservoir has become a widely 

discussed issue. Our observations indicate that the reservoir fails to meet the EU Water Framework 

Directive’s criteria for good ecological potential. Cyanobacteria constitute nearly 50% of total 

phytoplankton biomass annually, rising to 70% in summer, leading to frequent cyanobacterial blooms 

across multiple locations. This eutrophication is primarily driven by excessive phosphorus loading from 

municipal wastewater. 

Excursion to Český Krumlov 

Český Krumlov, a UNESCO World 

Heritage Site, is one of the most 

picturesque historical towns in the 

world. Located along the meandering 

Vltava River, the town is famous for its 

well-preserved medieval architecture 

and stunning Renaissance and Baroque 

landmarks.  

The dominant feature of Český 

Krumlov is its 13th-century castle, the second largest in the country, which offers breathtaking views 

over the town and the river. The historical core of the city, with its narrow, winding streets, remains 

remarkably intact, offering visitors a unique glimpse into Central European history. 

Visit to Olšina Pond and Nature Trail 

Olšina Pond, the highest-altitude 

fishpond in the Czech Republic, is 

located near the Bohemian Forest 

(Šumava) at an elevation of 

approximately 731 meters above sea 

level. Covering an area of 138 hectares, 

Olšina has served as a traditional fish-

farming pond for centuries, playing a 

crucial role in local aquaculture. 

Surrounding the pond is the Olšina 

Nature Trail, a 7.3 km-long educational route that showcases the diverse wetland ecosystems of this 

region. The trail leads through peat bogs, meadows, and alluvial forests, providing an excellent 

opportunity to observe unique flora and fauna.
